The twentieth year of the Tinmouth Community Fund was another successful year. In 2020
we awarded $7,550 in Community Grants to various Town organizations to enhance and
celebrate the spirit of Tinmouth. These included the following, who were awarded $500
each, unless otherwise noted. New in 2020 is a Small Business Grant*, which is awarded to
a small business in Tinmouth that is starting up or expanding. [t is a $500 grant to one
business based in Tinmouth, which potentially benefits Tinmouth residents in some way.
The applications for Community Grants and the Small Business Grant are both on the TCF
website, and are due by February 1.

In 2012, we established a separate Scholarship Program. In our first year we awarded two
$500 grants. In 2019, we renamed the program the Tinmouth Continuing Education
Scholarship to highlight support of education of all sorts including certification courses,
apprenticeships, training programs as well as college. We also created a separate fund
account at the Vermont Community Foundation for this effort - the Tinmouth Continuing
Education Scholarship Fund.

We awarded $9,500 in scholarship awards to seven stellar Tinmouth individuals.
Congratulations to our 2020 Tinmouth Continuing Education Scholarship Award Recipients.
In alphabetical order: Anna Hasenohr, Hannah LaMarche, Sadira Majorell, Seamus Nauton,
Allison Nemeth, Noah Patry, and Jaron Rochon. This year we also, awarded the Susan
McIntosh Lloyd Scholarship to Seamus Nauton and Jaron Rochon. The Pam Garceau
Memorial Scholarship was awarded to Jaron Rochon. This scholarship goes to a Mill River
Senior pursuing college. We also partnered with a local family to award a Bob and Cynthia
Johnson Scholarship to Sadira Majorell. Continuing Education Scholarship grant applications
are due May 1 and a community award ceremony is held in June at the Old Firehouse or
virtually, if necessary.

In 2014, we created a K-12 Scholarship Program, for students in K-12. It is meant to assist in
the cost for students to attend a summer camp or other program, up to $250 per child.
Priority is based on financial need, and it is a cost share program with families, with the
expectation that families will assume part of the cost. Funds are allocated until expended.
The application form for the K-12 Scholarship Program can be found on the TCF website
listed below.

The Community Grants and the Small Business Grant will be awarded at our annual meeting
which occurs on Town Meeting day, which is February 27 this year. A complete report on
the status of this year’s projects, plus 2021 grant awards will be presented. A financial report
will be submitted and Board members and officers will be elected. We hope you will attend
this meeting, which may be virtual this year. Your input is important.
